
AIRPORT SECURITY RULES 
 
HANDBAGGAGE 
 
Passengers are allowed to carry ONE item of hand baggage no larger than 22” x 
17.7” x 10” (56cm x  45 cm x 25cm).  Other bags, such as handbags, may be carried 
WITHIN the single allowed item of hand baggage.   
 
LIQUIDS 
 
Liquids, including creams and gels (such as toiletries), may only be carried in hand 
baggage if they are in individual containers such as bottles and tubes, not greater 
than 100 ml capacity.  They must be placed in a transparent re-sealable bag no 
larger than 8” x 8” (20cm x 20cm).  Liquids bought after security screening in duty 
free may generally be taken on board.   Exceptions are liquid medicine or baby 
milk/food.  Baby milk must be tasted by the passenger.   
 
BLADES 
 
No sharp items such as knives or scissors are allowed. Disposable razors with the 
blade set into a plastic moulding are permitted.  
 
LAPTOPS 
 
Laptops must be removed from the carrying bag for separate screening.
